THE ELECTRICITY (INSTALLATION PERMITS)
REGULATIONS, 2025

(Under suctions 92 and 130 of the Electricity Act, Cap. 157)

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred upon the Electricity
Regulatory Authority by sections 92 and 130 of the Electricity Act
and in consultation with the Minister, these Regulations are made this
22nd day of December, 2025.

PART |—PRELIMINARY

1. Citation

These Regulations may be cited as the Electricity (Installation Permits)
Regulations, 2025.

2.  Interpretation
In these Regulations, unless the context requires—

“Act” means the Electricity Act, Cap. 157;

“agent” means a holder of an installation permit authorised to
act on behalf of a corporate body applying for or granted a
permit under the Act;

“Authority” means the Electricity Regulatory Authority
established by section 3 of the Act:

“Committee” means the Installations Permits Committee
established under regulation 3;

“currency point” has the value assigned to it in Schedule I to
these Regulations;
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“distribution voltage” means voltage equal to or less than 66kV;

“electrical installation work” means the installation, alteration
or repair, wholly or partially, of a conductor, apparatus
or system of wiring in or upon premises connected to or
intended to be connected to a supply of electricity;

‘high voltage” means a voltage above 06kV;

“large solar systems” means solar power plants exceeding
0.5MW that generate and supply electricity to the grid or
directly to a consumer;

“licensee” means a holder of a licence under the Act;

“low voltage” means a voltage not exceeding 1kV;
“medium voltage” means a voltage between 1kV and 66kV;

‘permit” means a permit issued by the Committee under the Act
and these Regulations;

“holder of a permit” means a person to whom a permit is granted
under these Regulations;

“small solar systems” means solar power plants below 0.5MW
that generate and supply electricity to consumers.

PART II—INSTALLATION PERMITS COMMITTEE

3. The Installation Permits Committee

(1) There is established a special committee of the Authority
under section 12 of the Act to be known as the Installations Permits
Committee.

(2) The Committee established under subregulation (1) shall
consist of seven members appointed by the Authority.
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4. Composition of Committee

(1) The Committee established under regulation 3 shall
consist of the following, members—

(a) two persons representing the Authority, who shall act as
Chairperson and Secretary, ’

(b) two representatives of holders of generation, distribution,
transmission and sale licences;

(c) arepresentative of electrical engineers;

(d) a representative of technical, vocational, education and
training institutes; and

(e) arepresentative of the National Building Review Board.

(2) The members of the Committee referred to in subregulation
(1) (¢), (d) and (e) shall be nominated by the institutions they represent.

(3) The Committee may invite any person to attend any of its
meetings to provide technical guidance, and may co-opt a person to
the Committee, except that the invited or co-opted person shall not
vote on a matter coming before the Committee for a decision.

(4) The Authority may designate-an officer of the Authority as
the coordinator of the Committee.

(5) The coordinator designated under subregulation (4)shall
be an ex-officio member of the Committee but shall not have the right
to vote at a meeting of the Committee.

5.  Disqualification from appointment
A person shall not be appointed to the Committee who—

(a) is an undischarged bankrupt; or
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(b) has been convicted of an offence under the Act or of an
offence involving dishonesty or fraud by a competent
court.

6. Tenure of office

(1) A member of the Committee shall hold office for a period
of four years and is eligible for reappointment for one more term.

(2) Notwithstanding subregulation (1), the Chairperson and
Secretary may be appointed for more than two terms.

7.  Termination of appointment

() A member of the Committee may resign from his or her
position by giving thirty days’ notice in writing, to the Authority.

(2) The Authority shall remove from office a member of the
Committee who—

(a) is unable to perform the functions of his or her office by
virtue of mental or physical infirmity of body or mind;

(b) isabsent from three consecutive meetings of the Committee
without reasonable cause;

(c) isan undischarged bankrupt;
(d) fails to declare at the meeting of the Committee a matter
in which he or she has a personal interest in a matter being

considered by the Committee; or

(e) is convicted of criminal offence involving dishonesty,
fraud or moral turpitude.
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8. Remuneration

(D' A member of the Committee shall receive such
remuneration as may be determined by the Authority.

(2) Notwithstanding subregulation (1), the Chairperson,
Secretary and Coordinator shall be remunerated in accordance with
the terms and conditions of their employment.

9, Functions of Committee
The functions of the Committee are—

(a) toreceive and process applications for installation permits;
(b) to issue electrical installation permits;

(c) to monitor the performance of holders of installation
permits;

(d) to advise the Authority on matters relating to electrical
installations; and

(e) to perform any other function that is incidental or
consequential to its functions under this regulation or as
may be directed by the Authority.

10. Meetings of Committee

Meetings of the Committee shall be in accordance with Schedule 2 to
these Regulations.

11. Register

(1) The Committee shall keep a register of all holders of
installation permits issued under these Regulations.

(2) The Register kept under subregulation (1) shall be
published by the Authority on its official website.
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PART III—INSTALLATION PERMITS

12. Application for installation permit

shall apply to the Authority for a permit of a category specified in

An application for a permit under subregulation (1 ) shall
where the applicant is an individual, in Form [ set out in
Schedule 4 to these Regulations; and

where the applicant is a corporate body, in Form 2 set out
in Schedule 4 to these Regulations.

An application under subregulation (1) shall contain the

following, as applicable—

(a) the legal status of the applicant;

(b)

the category of permit applied for;
evidence of technical competence of the applicant including
the qualifications and experience of the employees set out

in Schedule 3 to these Regulations;

evidence of suitable premises from which the business
shall be conducted;

proof of financial capacity of the applicant;

evidence of payment of the fees prescribed in Schedule 5
to these Regulations; and

any other relevant information required by the Authority.
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13. Processing of application

(1) The Committee shall process an application submitted
under regulation 12 and make a decision within thirty days from the
date of receipt of a complete application.

(2) Where the Committee rejects an application for an
installation permit, the Committee shall state reasons for the rejection.

(3) Where the decision of the Committee under subregulation
(1) is to grant a permit, the Committee shall notify the applicant to pay
the permit fees prescribed in Schedule 5 to these Regulations, within
fourteen days from the date of notification.

(4) Where the applicant fails to pay the permit fees within the
period prescribed in subregulation (3), the application shall lapse.

(5) The Committee shall, in considering an application under
regulation 12, take into account the voltage level of the intended
electrical installation works and technology.

14. Grant of installation permit

(1) The Committee shall, where it is satisfied that the
applicant—

(a) meets the requirements of the Act and these Regulations;
and

(b) has paid the fees prescribed in Schedule 5 to these
Regulations,

issue a permit in the category applied for, on such terms and
conditions as the Committee may determine.

(2) A permit issued under these Regulations shall be valid for
a period not exceeding three years.
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15. Renewal of installation permit

(1) Aholder of an installation permit may, within three months
before the expiry of a permit, apply to the Committee for renewal of
the permit using Form 3 set out in Schedule 4 to these Regulations.

(2) An application under subregulation (1) shall be
accompanied by—

(a) avalid permit;

(b) a report of the electrical installation works done for the
duration of the existing permit; and

(c) proof of compliance with the Act and these Regulations.

(3) The Committee shall, where it is satisfied that the
applicant—

(a) meets the requirements of the Act and these Regulations;
and

(b) has paid the fees prescribed in Schedule 5 to these
Regulations,

renew the category of permit applied for on such terms and
conditions as the Committee may determine.

4) A permit issued under these Regulations shall be valid
for a period not exceeding three years.

) For the avoidance of doubt, the Committee shall not
receive an application for renewal in relation to an expired permit.
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PART IV—CoMPLIANCE By HOLDER OF PERMIT AND LICENSEE

16. Completion certificate

(1) A holder of an installation permit shall conduct electrical
installation works in compliance with the Act, regulations made under
the Act and the applicable electrical installation standards.

(2)  Aholder of an installation permit shall—

(a) inspect and test all electrical installation works undertaken
to ensure compliance with applicable electrical installation
standards; and

(b) upon successful completion of the inspection and testing
under paragraph (a), issue a certificate of completion
of installation work, certifying that the installation is
complete, safe and ready for testing and connection.

(3) Aholder of an installation permit shall issue the certificate
of completion under subregulation (2) (b) in original form to the
responsible holder of a distribution licence and a duplicate to the
owner of the premises.

(4) The certificate referred to in subregulation (2) shall
contain—

(a) the date of certification;
(b) details of the relevant distribution licensee;

(c) the name, address and physical location of the premises
where the installation work was undertaken;

(d) details of the installation purpose or use, indicating whether
this installation is for domestic commercial, industrial,
public lighting, agricultural or other specified use;
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(e) details of planned and existing loads;

(f) supply voltage, number of phases, earth impedance in
ohms and total connected load capacity in kilowatts;

(g) network installation details, including the nearest utility
pole, distance to the installation point in metres and GPS
coordinates of both points;

(h)  a description of the type of work undertaken indicating
whether it is a new installation, complete or partial re-wire,
additions or alterations, and whether the premises had an
existing supply, including the specification of supply type;
and

(i) a declaration by the holder of an installation permit
confirming the accuracy of the information provided.

(5) Therelevant distribution licensee shall inspect and connect
premises whose installations have been carried out by a person or a
company with a valid permit to verify compliance with the Act, these
Regulations and the applicable electrical installation standards.

(6) Where, after the Inspection under subregulation (3), the
distribution licensee is not satisfied with the electrical installation
works, the licensee shall notify the holder of an installation permit of
the identified non-conformities, and require him or her to rectify the
non-conformities before the affected premises are connected.

(7) Where the holder of an installation permit fails to rectify
the non-conformities identified by the licensee under subregulation (6)
within seven days from the date of notification under subregulation
(6), the licensee shall immediately notify the Authority.

(8) The Authority shall, after receipt of the notification under
subregulation (6), refer the matter to the Committee for disciplinary
action.
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17. Responsibility of distribution licensee
A distribution licensee shall—

(a) inspect electrical installation works undertaken by a holder
of an installation permit;

(b) submit quarterly reports to the Authority on all the
installation of electrical works undertaken by a holder of
an installation permit; and

(c) redress any complaints from consumers in respect to
electrical installation works conducted by a holder of an

installation permit.

18. Periodic testing and inspection of electrical installation

(1) A holder of a distribution licence shall ensure periodic
inspection and testing of installations to confirm that they are in good
and safe condition.

(2) The inspection and testing in subregulation (1) shall be
conducted periodically at intervals not exceeding—

(a) ten years, for domestic or residential installations; or

(b) fiveyears, forcommercial, industrial or public installations.

(3) The owner or manager of premises connected to an electric
supply shall cooperate with a distribution licensee to carry out periodic

tests and inspections.

4) A property owner shall be responsible for paying the
prescribed testing and inspection fee.

(5) A holder of a distribution licence shall—
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(a) issue an inspection certificate to the owner or manager of
premises connected to an electric supply whose premises
conform to the applicable electrical installation standards;
or -

(b) where the installation does not conform to the applicable
electrical installation standards, issue a defective notice
requiring the owner or manager of the premises connected
to an electric supply to the non-conformities resolved
within a reasonable time prescribed by the licensee.

(6) The inspection certificate and defective notice issued in
subregulation (5) (b) shall be in a format prescribed by the holder of a
distribution licence and approved by the Authority.

(7) The holder of a distribution licence shall disconnect
premises connected to an electric supply whose owner or manager
fails to resolve an identified non conformity within the time specified
in the notice issued under subregulation (5) (b).

PART V—ENFORCEMENT AND MONITORING

19. Monitoring and compliance

(1) The Committee shall exercise oversight over all holders of
installation permits to ensure compliance with these Regulations and
the applicable electrical installation standards.

(2) The Committee may institute disciplinary proceedings
on—

(a) receipt of a formal complaint against a holder of an
installation permit;

(b) therecommendation of the Authority, following inspections
which identify non-conformities; or

(c) its own motion, where it deems it necessary in the public
interest.
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(3) Disciplinary proceedings under subregulation (2) shall be
in accordance with Schedule 6 to these Regulations.

(4) The Committee may, following the disciplinary
proceedings in subregulation (2)—

(a) direct a holder of a permit to rectify non-conformities
identified within a period determined by the Committee;

(b) suspend a permit for a defined period, pending compliance
or further investigation;

(¢c) revokeapermit, where, non-compliance is grave, repetitive
or endangers public safety;

(d) recommend the prosecution of a holder of a permit; or

(e) impose additional monitoring conditions on a holder of a
permit, including mandatory reporting or technical audits.

20. Compliance with standards

A holder of a permit shall comply with the Act, regulations made under
the Act and standards adopted or issued under the Uganda National
Bureau of Standards Act, while undertaking electrical installation
work.

PART VI-—MISCELLANEOUS

21. Conflict of interest

A person employed by the Authority or a licensee shall not be eligible
for grant of a permit to undertake electrical installation works,

22. Appeals

A holder of a permit or anyother person aggrieved by the decision of
the Committee to decline the grant of a permit , suspend a permit or
revoke a permit may appeal to the Authority within fourteen days of
the date of receipt of the decision.

or permits to be carried out upon the premises electrical
installation work in contravention of these Regulations,
commiits an offence.

A person who commits an offence under subrgeulation (1)

is liable, on conviction, to a fine not exceeding twenty currency points
or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding two years, or both.

A person who—

willfully gives false or misleading information in relation
to electrical installation work; or

submits or causes to be submitted to a licensee a certificate
of completion of works that a person knows or has reason
to believe that it contains false information,

commits an offence and is liable, on conviction, to a fine not
exceeding fifty currency points or to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding two years, or both.

Offences by body corporate

Where an offence under these Regulations is committed

by a body corporate, the company and every officer of the company
who knowingly and willfully authorises or permits the contravention
is liable for the offence.

Where an offence committed by a body corporate is proved

to have been committed with the consent or connivance of, or to be
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attributable to neglect on the part of a director, manager, secretary
or other similar officer of the body corporate or a person who was
purporting to act in any such capacity, he or she, as well as the body
corporate, commits that offence and is liable to the prescribed penalty
for the offence.

(3) An individual who commits an offence under this
regulation is liable, on conviction, to a fine or to imprisonment for a
term prescribed by the relevant regulation under these Regulations.

25. Revocation of SI No.5 of 2019

(1) The Electricity (Installation Permits) Regulations, 2019
are revoked.

(2) For the avoidance of doubt, on commencement of these
Regulations, any existing permit issued under the Regulations revoked
under subregulation (1) shall continue in existence, subject to these
Regulations.

MEETINGS OF THE COMMITTEE

1.  Meetings of Committee

(1) The Committee shall meet for the discharge of business at
least once in every month.

(2) The Chairperson may call a special meeting of the
Committee.

(3) A meeting of the Committee shall be convened by notice
to each member issued and signed by the Secretary at least four days
before the meeting, except that a shorter notice may be given for a
special meeting.

(4) The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the
Committee, and in his or her absence, a member elected by the

members present shall preside.

(5) The Committee may constitute itself into panels with each
panel consisting of at least three members.

(6) The functions of the Committee may be exercised by a
sitting of all members of the Committee or by panels of the Committee.

(7) Where panels are constituted, the Chairperson of the
Committee shall—

(a) make provision as to the distribution of the business of the
Committee amongst the panels;

(b) provide for the matters to be dealt with by each panel; and
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(c) designate a Chairperson and Secretary for each respective
panel.

2. Quorum
The quorum at a meeting of the Committee shall be three members.

3.  Minutes of meetings of Committee

(1)  The Secretary shall cause to be recorded and kept, minutes
of all meetings of the business of the Committee in a form approved by
the Committee.

(2) The minutes recorded under subparagraph (1) shall be
submitted to the Committee for confirmation at its next meeting.

4.  Decisions of Committee
(I)  The decisions of the Committee shall be by majority vote.

(2) Each member shall have one vote and the Chairperson
shall have a casting vote.

5.  Decision by circulation of papers

(1)  Subject to subparagraph (2), a decision of the Committee
may be made by circulation of the relevant papers among members of
the Committee and the expression of their views in writing, except that
any member is entitled to require that the decision be deferred until the
subject matter has been considered at a meeting of the committee,

(2) A decision made by circulation of papers under this
paragraph is not valid unless it is supported by three members of the
Committee.

6.  Validity of meetings not affected by vacancy

The validity of a proceeding of the committee shall not be affected by
a vacancy among its members or by a defect in the appointment of any
of them.
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7. Disclosure of interest

(1) A member of the committee who is in any way directly
or indirectly interested in a matter being considered at a meeting
of the Committee or in which his or her spouse, child or relative is
interested in a private capacity shall, as soon as practicable after the
commencement of the meeting, disclose the nature of his or her interest
to the meeting.

(2) A member making a disclosure under subparagraph (1)
shall not take part in a consideration or discussion of, or vote on, a
question relating to the matter.

(3) Adisclosure of interest made under this paragraph shall be
recorded in the minutes of the meeting at which it is made.

8. Service of documents and other notices

A notice or other document may be served on the Committee by
delivering it to the Secretary of the Committee or the official address
of the Authority.

9. Committee may regulate procedure

Except as otherwise provided under these Regulations, the Committee
may regulate its own procedure.
